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Abstract In the scientific article the problem of domestic violence towards women is analyzed. As domestic violence is a process rather than a separate event a woman’s psyche gradually starts to deform. First self-esteem suffers, then distortions occur in the cognitive sphere (conscious priorities, expectations, mindset, point of view on many spheres of life and relationships change), then the motivational-volitional sphere starts to suffer, the meaning of life is lost. A woman feels more and more helpless in the current situation and in life in general. Her own powerlessness makes the woman ever more dependant on the tyrant partner. 
The concept of domestic violence is reviewed. The objective of the article is to establish realistic relationship between components of a split personality among women victims of domestic violence. At present there is a contradiction between the high relevance of the question under investigation and the absence of an applied psychological model of rehabilitation for women victims of domestic violence. Research methods with regard to the mechanism of personality dissociation have been selected. The results of the research on the relationship between dissociated sides of women victims of domestic violence have been analyzed. In the article the results of the correlation analysis from the perspective of personality dissociation of women victims of domestic violence are presented. As a result, one concludes that the injured part influences the survived part which leads to the lowering of its healthy indices. The more manifested the injured part is, the more timid, dependant and withdrawn respondents feel. Therewith developed coping mechanisms related to accepting the situation, planning and pursuing co-operation with the outer world and social contacts increase different kinds of motivation to improve the situation and one’s own condition to a significant degree. The injured and the healthy parts practically do not interact directly and use the survived part as a “buffer” which was noted earlier in the theoretical approaches used for developing criteria of methodology selection. 
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Applicability
Interest in the topic of violence is not decreasing but increasing, becoming more differentiated and exact. Manifestations of violence are found in different spheres of life ranging from politics and mass media effect on the audience to forms of family violence and violence against oneself. It can be observed that violence at all events has a shared feature and manifests itself wherever relationships exist. (Krasnukhina, 2016).

Violence, analyzed in a social context as a manifestation of human destructiveness and aggression, is connected with the study of a complex of reasons for applying force in order to make people behave in a certain way, i.e. to establish the dominance of one’s willpower over another’s which is often connected with a threat to life. Established traditions of the research into a violence phenomenon (T. Hobbes, F. Nietzsche, K. Marx, S. Freud, E. Fromm and others) demonstrate that it is an inseparable companion of all the social, evolutionary and revolutionary changes. 
Levendosky A.A., Bogat G.A., von Eye A. remark that domestic violence is related to any abuse including physical, emotional, sexual or financial, between sexual partners and relatives often living in the same household. (Levendosky, 2018).

Buss C., Davis E.P., Muftuler L.T. define family violence as an example of abusive behaviour in relationships which are used by one person to get or maintain the power and control over an intimate partner or a relative. (Buss, 2010).

At present violence against women is one of the basic social mechanisms by means of which women are forced to be subordinate to men. Violence directed to a woman reflects the structure of subordination and power, all the depth of gender difference. 
Female victims do not have a clear idea of how other people should treat them, do not pay attention to their own feelings and needs, and live anticipating a negative reaction from their husband and those around them. (Elizarov, 2016). 

It is the fear as one of the main motives of the behaviour of female victims of domestic violence that makes them exposed to manipulations. 
Such characteristic feature as passivity is peculiar to traits of victim behaviour of female victims: a woman often remains passive; she is not able to act decisively. In experienced psychotherapists’ opinion, female victims often stop after the first session where they complain and “blow off”. (Blazhevska, 2017).

German psychotherapist Franz Ruppert has described the mechanism of splitting a personality into three parts. «I suppose that the reality of an identity split is a key to understanding a human soul and mental disorders», – he writes in his book.

Based on his therapeutic experience Ruppert developed a 3-factor model to illustrate a split of personality as a result of a past trauma. (Ruppert, 2018),
A survived part is a set of qualities which is formed due to traumatic circumstances. The survived part protects a traumatized one with the help of a complex of psychological defenses. 
A traumatized or a blocked part is a part which is difficult to access or inaccessible for acceptance. The blocked part is criticized, is not accepted, is defined using abusive language, and is often presented as something one should fight against or is even suppressed.  
A healthy part is a part which suffers from misbalance, hears its needs and its pain. (Harsey ,2020).

Scientists consider psychological changes in the view of life and behaviour of a woman living under a permanent stress as a formation of the state of victim behaviour and codependency. Apart from the features of a personality deformation, clinical consequences of domestic abuse are observed in female victims. These are the features matching the symptoms of post-traumatic stress disorder (Malkina–Pykh, 2006).

Articulation of issue
Currently there is a contradiction between a high relevance of the subject under investigation and the absence of an applicable psychological model of the rehabilitation of women who have experienced domestic violence. 
Materials and methods
To achieve the stated objective the following methods were used: the analysis of scientific literature sources on the problem of the research, questioning of the respondents, an experimental psychological method including a set of psychodiagnostic techniques. 

We have conducted a comparative analysis of the components of a traumatized personality and the characteristics of the techniques in table 1.

Three groups of respondents took part in the research, 90 people. The respondent mean age is between 29 and 34 years old. The majority of the respondents of all the groups have been married for about 3-5 years. All the respondents have experienced physical, economic and psychological violence within marriage. 
Research results 
Correlation analysis in this research allowed to see the peculiarities of component relationships of a split personality of women victims of domestic violence according to Franz Ruppert classification. Correlation analysis doesn’t infer cause-and-effect relationships and tells only about references which can be located in one of the indices inside and outside of the markers. Due to this form of statistical analysis we have managed to find out strong and reverse feedback between the number of variables.

Let’s look at the obtained results more closely in the picture presenting the correlation pleiade.  Therewith, it is important to note that within a framework of the criterion specified by us, the connection analysis was carried out among the methodology patterns related to the parts of a split personality.  
It was necessary to analyze the mutual influence of the parts of a personality onto each other, discover and specify the central nodes especially the ones that influence the structural process of the personality of women victims of domestic violence. 
Discussion
The data obtained by us testify that according to the carried out correlation analysis we can distinguish mainly positive connections between the variables of the survived part and the variables of the healthy part, the majority of the connections of the traumatized part are negative. 
The majority of correlations are located at the medium or high level of significance. Let’s contemplate the main node variables which define the general structure. 
It is worth noticing that the traumatized and the healthy parts have the least amount of interrelations, at the same time the survived part has the largest amount of connections with two patterns. 
Therewith the traumatized and the healthy parts have only one connection of a negative nature demonstrating that the more discernible the trauma of the rejected is, the less motivation of another type the clients use. 
The majorities of the connections of the traumatized part are negative and are related to the survived part. On the whole, the distribution of the connections among the specified changes of the given part is quite even. 

Particular attention should be paid to the negative connection between the vegetative reaction type and the variable of struggle acceptance. The variable of struggle acceptance is quite highly significant, its positive and high values are connected with the augmentation of markers in such motivational mindsets as the secondary gain mindset, getting symptomatic improvement, another motivation type or avoiding failure.  

It is necessary to point out that in this case despite of the fact that the acceptance of the need for struggle on one hand forms motivation in the respondents, although the mentioned motivation types are far from being always quite healthy. Interestingly, struggle avoidance also forms motivation; however, it is mostly aimed at getting a secondary gain. Quite an important connection between a high level of planning and a mindset to reach an insight as the most productive form of work should be noted. 

Furthermore different mindsets to get an advantage, symptomatic improvement or another motivation type at work are related to a personality’s characterological traits such as shyness or bravery, and pragmatism or dreaminess. 
We consider interesting the connection of a positive nature between the vegetative reaction type and dependence, variable dependence in its turn is connected to the lack of motivation to succeed or other motivation types during the work with a psychologist.  The vegetative reaction type is also connected with pragmatism or dreaminess. 
Conclusion
Summarizing the research results we can observe that the traumatized part influences the survived part in such a way that it leads to the decrease of its healthy indices. The more discerned the traumatized part is, the more timid, dependant and aloof the respondents feel. Therewith the developed coping mechanisms connected with the acceptance of the situation, planning and pursuing co-operation with the outer world, social contacts increase different motivation types to remedy the situation and one’s own condition to a significant degree. We can conclude that the traumatized and the healthy parts do not practically interact explicitly, and actually use the survived part as a kind of “buffer” as it has been noted before in theoretical approaches applied to develop criteria for selecting techniques. 
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
